The YAMBA Project
The EPC Youth Ambassadors Project (YAMBA) is an exciting 12 month programme managed and delivered by the European Paralympic Committee which will give the opportunity for 8 young people aged 18-25 from throughout the region to train towards becoming ParaSport Ambassadors. 
Funded by the Agitos Foundation Grant Support Programme 2014, the project will run until July 2015 and will involve 8 individuals, with two representatives from each of the sub-regions of the EPC. The participants will take part in a week long training and development programme at the EPC headquarters in Vienna, Austria, and become a fully-fledged EPC Youth Ambassador. 
What is an EPC Youth Ambassador?
An EPC Youth Ambassador promotes Paralympic Sport to the young people of Europe, seeking to raise awareness not only of the Paralympic Movement but also of the opportunities which exist for young people with a disability to take part. Furthermore, an EPC Youth Ambassador will play a key role in representing the voice of young ParaAthletes in Europe, receiving training and mentorship to become the leaders of tomorrow.
